Nearly thirty years in development, NaProTECHNOLOGY promises new hope for couples struggling with infertility and a wide range of other women’s healthcare issues including recurrent miscarriage, recurrent ovarian cysts, abnormal bleeding, premenstrual syndrome, postpartum depression, and pre-term birth.  Documented research shows the NaProTECHNOLOGY approach to infertility results in a success rate of pregnancy 1-1/2 to 3 times higher than that of assisted reproductive technologies (ART) like in-vitro fertilization.

NaProTECHNOLOGY was unveiled at the 23rd Annual Meeting of the American Academy of Fertility Care Professionals.  Co. Sponsors of the conference include the Pope Paul VI Institute for the Study of Human Reproduction and the Creighton University School of Medicine.  

The theme of the conference:  “Introducing NaProTECHNOLOGY to the World:  Medical Science at the Service of the Human Person,” coincided with the release of the new 1300 page medical textbook entitled The Medical and Surgical Practice of NaProTECHNOLOGY (Thomas W. Hilgers, MD, Pope Paul VI Institute Press, Omaha, NE  68106).

“NaProTECHNOLOGY works with women’s health in a way that seeks to discover the underlying causes of abnormalities and then treats those causes that it does not either suppress or destroy the reproductive system,” explains Dr. Tom Hilgers, Director of the National Center for Women’s Health and Clinical Professor in the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology at the Creighton University School of Medicine. 

NaProTECHNOLOGY is the result of ongoing research with the Creighton Model FertilityCareTM System, a natural means to understand and cooperate with the fertility cycle.  Because this standardized system relies upon the identification of a variety of different physical signs or “biological markers” that a woman can be taught to observe and interpret, it has provided research investigators with the opportunity to identify the underlying causes of a variety of abnormalities and treatments for them. 

Foundational research for the development of this new system now known as NaProTECHNOLOGY began 28 years ago.  This investigational effort is directed by Dr. Hilgers, an obstetrician-gynecologist specializing in reproductive medicine and surgery.  Dr. Hilgers also serves as President of the FertilityCareTM Centers of America with 160 locations around the country with additional sites in Canada, Mexico, Europe, Africa and South America.  He is founder and director of the Pope Paul VI Institute for the Study of Human Reproduction.
